Subject : Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar owned by Ahilyanagar Municipal Corporation
under Pradhan  Mantri Janvikas Program The complete proposal for the
construction of 'Constitution Bhawan' in the memorial site to Hon'ble District
Magistrate, Ahilyanagar Regarding submission.

Resolution :-  According to the guidelines given under the Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas
Program in the said letter, detailed proposals have been given to be submitted to the central
government through the PMJVK portal online. According to the instructions While
submitting the proposal, the revised guidelines of the Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas Program
include the following points.

1. Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas Program is a centrally sponsored program and the proposals
are submitted to the Central Government through the Government of Maharashtra for final
approval, so the proposals must be submitted in English language.

2. Minority community population must be more than 25% (15 km radius) at the location of
the project submitted for approval and it must be certified as per Annexure ii of the
guidelines issued by the Central Government in this regard.

3. The proposed project site must be available government land without encroachment. It is
necessary to submit a certificate that the said land is owned by the government and that
there is no encroachment on the land and that the land is in possession.

4. The project submitted for approval should not have been approved under any other
scheme.

5. According to the provisions of guidelines 2.5.2, 2.5.3 and 2.5.4 of the Prime Minister's
Jan Vikas Program, Cost Abstract for projects within Rs.50 lakhs, and PPR (Preliminary
Project Report) for projects between Rs.50 lakhs and Rs.10 crores, DPR (Detailed Project
Report) is required to be submitted as per the Annexures in the guidelines issued by the
Central Government for the next project of Rs.10 crores.

6. Necessary information related to the project in Annexure iii and Annexure iv of the
guidelines issued by the Central Government under Pradhanmatri Jan Vikas Program must
be submitted along with the proposal.

7. As only one-time funds are given for construction under the Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas
Program, after the completion of the said project, through whom will its maintenance and
repair be done and through whom will the said project be operated/ A certificate to be
executed must be submitted along with the proposal.

8. Information regarding project completion period or due date must be submitted along
with the proposal.

9. Annual recurring and management costs for the project must be provided locally.

10. Proposals like schools, hostels, hospitals must be as per the parameters of the respective
department.

11. A socio-economic feasibility report should be prepared clearly indicating the scope of
the proposal, including the gap, its Criticality, Objectives, Strategies, Outcomes and
Benefits, Milestones and Intended Beneficiaries, Project Duration, Existing and proposed
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mechanisms for implementation, management operation and creation Should include
maintenance of done/resources.
12. Provisions should be made for barrier-free access for persons with disabilities under the
proposed project.
13. Media plan to spread information and create awareness about the project among the
target beneficiaries should be submitted along with the proposal.
14. CHECK LIST in Annexure iii of Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas Program Guidelines along
with the proposal Complete information should be submitted with page number.
15. It is necessary to submit the complete budget (Detail Estimate) along with the plan to
the government. The above matters A proposal should be submitted after consideration.

The aforesaid instructions have been incorporated in the budget, as well as the
above mentioned A.No. 2, 3, 4, 6 are enclosed with the production certificate to be
submitted. Annexures are attached to the guidelines.

Also, according to point no.7, after the completion of the said project, it is
appropriate to carry out its maintenance and repair through the Municipal Corporation, a
certificate to this effect has been attached. Before submitting the proposal, the area where
the project is proposed has been checked for its requirements, capacity, similar projects, etc.

Estimates and plans of the said project on Municipal Panel Me.Spanex A.E.C.
Solutions, Pune. The said project consultancy firm has given an amount of Rs.
14,90,08,971/- expenditure budget is submitted herewith. The project includes the following
items.

1) Multi-functional hall for gathering of 450 people

2) Memorial and Excursion Hall

3) Meditation Hall

4) Library and Reading Gallery

5) Guest canteen and rest rooms

6) Surrounding parking and landscape with compound wall
7) Provision of lift considering multistory

8) Fire protection system

As per the said budget, the plans of the project have been certified by Hon'ble
Assistant Director, Urban Planning.

Hall (Constitutional Bhawan) the sum of Rs. 14,90,08,971/- (literal amount Rs. Fourteen
